At the end of three
days journeys one finds a city which is called Vugiu. This Vugiu is a
great city, and they are idolaters, and are subject to the great Kaan,
and live by trade and by crafts, and are also in the domain of
Quinsai. There is nothing which we wish to put in our book, and so
we will go forward and will tell of the city of Ghiugiu.

Now you may know that when one leaves Vugiu he goes two days
journeys by sirocco and always finds towns & villages enough, so
that you seem to go through a city. They have abundance of all
things. There are the thickest canes and the longest that are four
palms round about and they are quite fifteen paces long. There is
nothing else which does to mention. And at the end of two days

journeys one finds a city which is called Ghiugiu which is very large
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and beautiful. They are subject to the great Kaan, and are idolaters,
and are again in the domain of Quinsai. They have silk enough.
They live by trade and by crafts. They have great abundance of all
things for life. And again there is nothing which does to mention,
and so we will leave and will go forward.

And when one sets out from the city of Ghiugiu one goes four days
journeys toward the sirocco and always finding cities and villages
and hamlets enough, and again they are in the domain of Quinsai.
They live by trade and by crafts. They have hunting and chase
enough both of beasts and birds. There are lions enough both very
large and fierce. They have no sheep nor ewes throughout all
Mangi, but they have oxen, and cows and he-goats and she-goats
and swine enough. And there is nothing else which does to mention,
and so we will depart from here and will go forwards and will
tell you of another thing.

And when one sets out from these four days journeys then one finds
the city of Cianscian which is very large and beautiful, and is on a
hill, which parts the river, so that the one half goes upwards and
the other half downwards. It is also in the domain of Quinsai, and
they are subject to the great Kaan and are idolaters and live by trade
and crafts. But there is nothing which does to mention; therefore we
will set out from here and will go forwards.

For you may know quite for truth that when one leaves Cianscian he
goes three days through very beautiful country where there are
cities and villages and hamlets enough, where there are merchants
and craftsmen enough. They are idolaters and subject to the great
Kaan, and again are in the domain of Quinsai. They have of the
things of life in great abundance.
